· Credits earned
· Class rank
· Test results

Credits
· A credit is a number that represents successful completion of a class. 
· Credits may differ from school to school but often:
· Year-long course = 1 credit
· Semester course = .5 credit
· Required Course Credits - Courses that you must take to graduate.
· Elective Course Credits - Courses that you get to choose. You must take a certain number of electives to graduate
